Wecall it “the S.C.A.” or “the Society”. Doesit seem weird?
Well itis. Butit'salso very cool. If you like, or think you
might like, feasting, fighting, fencing, flirting, history, poetry,
costuming, armouring, textiles, brewing, drinking, cross-stitch,
dancing, singing, story-telling or anything else related to the
Middle Ages, why not get in touch with usand give it atry?

The Middle Ages were hard times for people
—no television, no radio, the only people who knew
how to read were members of the clergy (and afew
educated nobles)...the average man-in-the-street
was interested only in where his next meal was
coming from, how much he owed to hislord in
taxes and whether or not he could fit in alittle
entertainment before dying of disease, malnutrition
or war.

The SCA triesto avoid ‘too much’ realism: no
disease, we eat well at events, and our sanitary
facilities are (usually) better than those of the times.
We like to think of ourselves as recreating the
Middle Ages not as they were, but as we would like
them to have been.

For Those of an active disposition, we do heavy
fighting in which people dressin full armour and try
to ‘kill’ one another with weapons made from
rattan, light fighting (or fencing) in which the
combatants use metal rapiers (made safe by the
addition of arubber blunt to the end), and archery -
the combat is unrehearsed, and there are no pre-
determined winners; only the skill of the individual
fighters determines who will emerge victorious.

If Y OU are slightly more sedentary (or aretired
from al of the fighting), our members also have a
huge range of interests and hobbies, from home-
brewing to cross-stitch, embroidery to heraldry,
music to carving. For almost anything that took
place in the Middle Ages, which officialy covers
the period from 600AD to 1600AD in the SCA,
there will be someone who has looked into * how
they did it back then'.
